PREFACE

2024 was marked by a number of Memorable and Significant dates for the Trans-Baikal Territory.
This is undoubtedly the 85th anniversary of the joint Victory of the Soviet and Mongolian peoples over
the Japanese militarists on the Khalkhin-Gol River, 300 years of scientific research in Transbaikalia
(in 1724, the first scientific expedition to the region by Daniel Gottlieb Messerschmidt took place), the
130th anniversary of the formation of the Transbaikal Diocese of the Russian Orthodox Church
(ROCh), 30-anniversary of the restoration of the Chita and Transbaikal Diocese (ROCh), 10th anni-
versary of the Transbaikal Metropolis (ROCh).

In addition, 2024 has been declared the Year of Science in the Trans-Baikal Territory.

Along with the aforementioned, 2024 marked the 335th anniversary of the establishment of con-
tractual relations between Russia and China. As is widely known, the Treaty of Nerchinsk was signed
in 1689.

Paying tribute to the Victory on the Khalkhin-Gol River and D. G. Messerschmidt’s scientific re-
search in Transbaikalia, a group of enthusiasts decided to pay attention to the history and current
state of Russian-Chinese relations. At the end of August 2024, a large international scientific confer-
ence “335 years of establishing contractual relations between Russia and China” was held in Chita,
the administrative center of the Trans-Baikal Territory.

The scientific forum was co-organized by the Russian Historical Society, Transbaikal State Uni-
versity, the Institute of History, Archeology and Ethnography of the Peoples of the Far East of the Far
Eastern Branch of the Russian Academy of Sciences, the A. K. Kuznetsov Transbaikal Regional Mu-
seum of Local Lore, the State Archive of the Trans-Baikal Territory, the Nerchinsk Museum of Local
Lore, the Transbaikal Regional Branch of the Russian Society of Political Scientists and the Baikal
Regional Branch of the Academy of Military Sciences (Chita and Irkutsk).

The conference was held with the support of the History of the Fatherland Foundation. Before the
start of the conference, the organizing committee proposed the following areas of work:

1. Russian-Chinese, Russian-Chinese and Soviet-Chinese relations: the main trends in history
and at the present stage.

2. The Nerchinsk Treaty in the history of Russian-Chinese relations.

3. The Kyakhtinsky, Kuldzhinsky, Aigunsky, Tianjin, Beijing (additional), St. Petersburg treaties:
significance in history.

4. Soviet-Chinese contractual relations.

5. Interstate and intergovernmental treaties and agreements of Modern times.

6. Regions of Russia and China: interregional cooperation at the present stage in contracts and
agreements.

It was within the framework of the stated issues that the scientific forum was originally conceived,
but gradually its subject field expanded. Linguists and philologists, psychologists and pedagogues
expressed their desire to participate in the conference. It should be noted that not everyone in their
speeches and reports managed to fully link the topic to the subject field stated in the title of the con-
ference. At the same time, the organizers did not deny them first the opportunity to provide a platform
for scientific communication, and later the opportunity to publish the results of their research. This can
be seen in this collection

Nevertheless, the collection is based on historical materials. The authors examined and analyzed
a variety of problems of Russian-Chinese, Russian-Chinese, Soviet-Chinese, and again, Russian-Chi-
nese relations, and tried to answer long-standing and recurring questions.

Considerable attention was paid to the current state of Russian-Chinese relations in various
fields.
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It should be noted that the conference has become a platform for students and postgraduates to
speak, and some of their reports have been transformed into articles in this collection. For some, it
became a kind of “pen test”.

The presented materials are aimed at combating the falsification of history, restoring historical
justice, and preserving historical memory.

The collection will be of interest to anyone interested in the history of China and the Far East,
Russian-Chinese relations and their current state, problems of philology and linguistics, psychology
and pedagogy. The materials will be useful for teachers of secondary schools, teachers of specialized
secondary and higher educational institutions, students, postgraduates and undergraduates, and
anyone interested in the content of the collection.
