Ye Dehui (1864—1927) was one of the most significant figures in the his-
tory of Chinese bibliography and an original conservative thinker. He himself
and his enormous collection of rare Chinese books and manuscripts perishes
during the revolution 1925-1927, but his bibliographies works are well known
among the specialists in China and in the West. This is a first Russian transla-
tion of his TEN GUIDES FOR BOOK COLLECTORS first published in 1911
and translated in English by A. Fang under the title BOOKMAN’S DECA-
LOGUE.
